Understanding the World 

• Discover different Antarctic Explorers and talk about 

how they, must have been brave. Children share 

experiences of bravery. 

• Provide the children with props and costumes to embark 

on their own imaginary expedition.  

• Draw a map to show their journey and the different 

things they encountered on the way.  

• Explore how water can change to ice and then back to 

water. Children will observe these changes and 

investigate things that make ice melt quickly, such as 

warmth and salt.  

• Compare and contrast different countries. 

Expressive Art and Design 

• Using a variety of media to create 

representational pictures relating to Polar 

regions. (Blue paint gradually adding white). 

• Representative/imaginative play as an 

expeditioner. 

• Singing and experimenting with sounds and 

instruments 

• Crafts linked to Polar Regions. 

• Listen to a recording of traditional Inuit music. 

Children move their bodies to the music and 

describe the sounds that they can hear.

Physical Development
